Some of this is a reality now, but the system is clunky,
incomplete and inefficient. The fact is that the health
sector in Australia, in comparison to industries such as
banking and commerce, has been slow to adopt digital
methodologies. And even when it has, there has been
a frustrating lack of connectivity between e-health
technologies, confronting clinicians and consumers
alike with information silos.

Richard Royle and David Hansen have been closely
involved in e-health in Australia for over two decades
and are committed to the creation of a digital health
system that enables connected care for consumers

and health providers across the country. With this
goal in mind, in Connected Care: Digital Health in
Australia they outline the challenges ahead, and what
governments and health providers can do to help build
and encourage the uptake of the necessary technology.
